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THE SITE

The site comprises a mix of arable farm land and rough grazing pasture, the majority of which lies on the
functional floodplain of the River Thames. The site is well screened from the roads and surrounding properties

by the existing well established trees and hedgerows, and is currently accessed via an agricultural entrance
off Reading Road.
